	GENERIC SITE SPECIFIC RISK ASSESSMENT – SCARBOROUGH NORTH BAY

There is a broad promenade behind the beach with several access points and toilets and ice cream shops close by.  The beach is long and wide, with plenty of areas of sand. It is a relatively safe beach with a clean beach award for 2004 and lifeguard in attendance at times in summer. There is a sea-washed rock platform which is only accessible for a short period at low tide.  Evacuating an injured person form here would be very serious.  There are other smaller areas of rock exposed for slightly longer.

	Cut off by tide – drowning

· Monitor tide regularly especially if tide is turning or coming in while you are on the beach. 

· Wave cut platform at particular risk of being cut off.

· Do not allow young people on to wave cut platform without good reason and thorough risk assessment.
	
	
	

	Slipping on rocks – injury, drowning
	· Brief group of dangers.

· Wear suitable footwear.

· Keep groups together under close supervision so a slip and potential fall into water could not be missed.

	· Make a visual check of the area you wish to use.

· Avoid areas around outflow.

· Remove any undesirable materials if safe to do so or select a different area.
	
	
	

	Getting lost/ abducted – trauma
	· Prescribe boundaries.
