· Museum staff have received training in ‘lost and found’ procedures, by the Museum Service.

· Supervise visits to the public toilets, if appropriate
	
	
	

	Remote supervision
	· If remote supervision is proposed, plan activity with reference to control measures in generic risk assessment for ‘All visits’ or ‘Remote supervision’

· Set clear boundaries and times of return
	
	
	

	Traffic
	· Warn young people of traffic on Park Roads
	
	
	

	Building/Site works
	· Brief and warn young people

· Do not cross boundary fences

· Adhere to any warning signs
	
	
	

	Illness or accident
	· One leader to be responsible for first aid and carry first aid kit.

· Do not eat/touch fungi or berries

· Wash hands before eating
	
	
	

	Slips, trips and falls, drowning
	· Take care walking up and down stairs/steps, use handrails

· Do not run down the hills

· Keep young people away from the edge of the Lake

· Ongoing risk assessment by leader around the Lake

· Take particular care descending the uneven brick path between the Hall with the Industrial Museum, especially in wet weather

· Do not climb on trees, old buildings such as the ‘Boat house’, old farm machinery in the courtyard of the Industrial Museum or the ditch around the formal gardens.

· Do not run inside the Museum

· Do not lean against glass cabinets
	
	
	

	Animals

(Bites, mauling)
	DOGS

· Young people briefed on how to behave when dogs are about

DEER

· Do not approach deer 

· Deer will be especially dangerous during the rutting season (Sept. – Oct.) and calving season (June – July)

· Do not feed the deer

· Pick up all litter as this can harm the deer

· Respect their space

GEESE

· Beware of the geese around the Lake as they can nip clothing and fingers, looking for food.
	
	
	

	Behaviour or special needs of individual young people
	· Suitable arrangements are made for young people with special educational needs as outlined in Generic Risk Assessment for ‘All visits’.
	
	
	

	Fire
	Museum Buildings

· Take note of any fire briefings by Museum Staff

· If the fire alarm sounds evacuate the building by the nearest safe exit. Fire exits are all marked.

· Follow any instructions of museum staff, who hold regular fire drills. The fire assembly point is the circular area of grass at the front of the building.

· Check young people present against the register


	
	
	

	Golf Course – golf balls
	Brief young people that the golf course is out of bounds and that the boundary fence should not be crossed.
	
	
	

	Playground Area
	Brief young people on the safe use of the playground equipment:

· Only one person allowed on each ‘element’ at a time.

· Staff to be positioned around the playground. One staff member to oversee each equipment ‘Island’

· Check the site before use and arrange for the removal of sharps, animal faeces, broken glass and broken equipment.

· No jumping from the top of equipment or climbing over safety barriers

· No one to stand under anyone who is using the ‘climbing wall’ element.

· Young people to clear elements before anyone else uses them
