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Introduction

• Applying for a course

If you wish to apply for a course, please send an application form (see back of booklet) before the closing date, to the course administrator detailed against that course.  If the course has a fee, the booking form must be signed by the person authorising the funding for your course.

If you miss the closing date, please contact the course administrator to check the availability of places.

• Acknowledgment of your application

Courses will only run if there are sufficient applicants. Applications will be acknowledged after the closing date with confirmation of a place or otherwise. Further information about your course, including a location map, will be sent to you at this time.

• Course fees

If the course has a course fee, this will be charged to your school after the closing date. Please note that schools will be charged for places booked but cancelled after the closing date, unless the place can be filled by another participant. If, due to unavoidable circumstances, the Service has to cancel the course, no charge will be made to the school.

Independent Applications

While these courses are run for teachers and leaders from Nottinghamshire County and Nottingham City schools, courses are also open to other people if there are places available. Independent candidates should apply on the enclosed booking form and enclose a cheque, payable to Nottinghamshire County Council or Nottingham City Council, depending on which authority is running the training, for the full course fee (or a deposit of £40 for the MLTE courses and leaders). Applications will be acknowledged after the closing date with confirmation of a place or otherwise. Further information, if appropriate, will be sent to you at this time. Please note that you will be charged for places booked but cancelled after the closing date, unless the place can be filled by another participant.

The providers will aim to ensure that, as far as possible, the provision is accessible to all. If you have any special requirements, please indicate these on your booking form or contact the course administrator.

· give teachers ideas for developing teamwork, cooperation, trust, communication, planning, decision making and independence in their pupils.



For Secondary teachers of PE, but it may also be of interest to other teachers who take groups away for residential stays and are looking for ideas to enhance their teaching.

This course will look at what OAA is taught now by the participants and offer practical ideas for improving and extending OAA in and out of schools.  Teachers will have the opportunity to try out some for the suggested activities and share good practice. OAA can help in other areas of the curriculum and can contribute to general improvements within the school.

An opportunity to learn new skills and explore the underground environment of Derbyshire caves and potholes, led by a holder of the Cave Instructors Certificate.

Course content will reflect the participants needs from novice to the more experienced, but will include the geological, geographical and scientific aspects of cave development.

Day one concentrates on mainly horizontal caves and will involve a classic cave trip such as Giants Hole or Peak Cavern.  In the evening the techniques of ‘Single Rope Technique’ for descending more vertical systems will be practised, allowing a descent of a deeper Derbyshire cave on Sunday.
