Musical Instrument Tuition for City of Nottingham Schools

Revised Partnership Agreement – Easter 2003 

What we will do:

· Pay £1 for every musical instrument lesson attended provided by a tutor contracted by the school. Please note that where pupils are effectively purchasing private tuition on your premises (i.e. the tutor deals directly with the parents for payment) the subsidy arrangements do not apply. 

· Provide an incentive subsidy for those on free school meals of £1.50 for every instrument lesson attended instead of the basic £1 subsidy.

· Develop a register of available tutors and providers, coordinate and share best practice in this area.

· Monitor and evaluate the provision being made by the school and offer advice and support on improvement and development.

· Provide an annual report for the school complete with all relevant data, detail of the subsidy that the tuition has attracted and an indication of value for money.

· Seek to match instrument purchase by the school, by 50% in the first instance, to encourage schools to build instrument stock.

· Facilitate cost effective bulk purchase of instruments for schools.

· Provide opportunities through Nottingham Music School and large-scale high-profile events, for pupils to develop their instrumental skill by playing together with other young people.

· Develop an incentive for those learning a minority instrument, either increased subsidy or assistance towards the provision of an instrument.

· Provide a structure of annual awards for innovation and progress for schools and individual pupils.

· Negotiate and facilitate accreditation schemes for and on behalf of pupils and schools.

What you will do:


· Register on the attached fax-back pro-forma.

· Employ tutors to teach your pupils on a musical instrument or voice, in groups of up to, but no more than, 4 and for a minimum of 20 minutes.

· Decide what instruments are required and how these are to be provided, whether by pupil & parent assisted purchase through the LEA, 50% school purchase with matched loan from the LEA, or outright school purchase.

· Decide on the balance of school and parental contribution to the cost allowing for the subsidy available through this scheme. 

· Complete summary data forms for submission to College Street at the end of every term.

· Ensure that appropriate time and space is made available for the tuition to take place comfortably.

· Ensure tutors are keeping registers of attendance and records of progress.

· Ensure your tutors are paid regularly and on time.  Help and advice on how to pay your tutor can be found on page Y.

· Ensure tutors are providing individual pupil reports at least once a year.

· Be willing to encourage young pupils’ interest and learning by providing opportunities for pupils to demonstrate their progress and further develop their skill, both in-school and in out-of-school musical activities provided by the LEA.

· Ensure that parents are aware of their responsibilities in this scheme and that they are committed to the development of their child’s playing, by paying the school on time (where relevant), encouraging practice at home and supporting their participation in out-of-hours provision.

· Make provision for the LEA to monitor the tuition the school has engaged.

· Identify potential pupils who may be interested in playing a minority instrument and therefore attract a further incentive.

· Look to achieve a continuing, expanding number of pupils learning an instrument as we move towards our target of every child in a Nottingham school able to read music and with the opportunity of learning an instrument.
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
