Activity - Impact of your School Council

Leaders Notes: Time for the activity 30 minutes.

You will need:

· a map to represent your school

· red and yellow sticky dots, or two different colour felt pens

· a simple table to record your results

Talk about the things that the school council has done in and around school and place a red sticky dot on the map to represent an impact they have had. 

For example: 

· choosing playground equipment in the playground 

· giving ideas for the school meals menu in the dining room 

· putting up a school council notice board in the entrance hall

Some things may not have an obvious link to a definite area but can be represented in some way.

For example: 

· work on the bullying policy could be placed in a corridor or playground

· interviewing new staff, in the staff room

· Teaching and learning and rewards policy in a classroom 

· Charity events in the hall. 

Number each sticky dot and write a note on the table to explain briefly what has been achieved. 

Now you have a picture of what has already been achieved, but what next?

Place the yellow sticky dots onto the same map to show the things that the school council would like to do in and around school.

As before, number the dots and fill in the second table as a key.

Some things may be easy and achieved quite quickly, however some may need to be developed slowly and involve a wider group of people. 

You may like to use your recording sheets to help you put an action plan together for the next years work.
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
