Re: The Locally Agreed Syllabus 

As you may already be aware Nottinghamshire and Nottingham City Standing Advisory Council on Religious Education (SACRE) have agreed to work together on developing a new Locally Agreed Syllabus (LAS) for both Authorities.

Lat Blaylock has been commissioned to steer the writing process and a working group, consisting of teachers and subject leaders from both Authorities, have already started working on a first draft.

Both SACRE’s would like to extend a big thank you to everyone who returned a completed questionnaire earlier this year.  The information gathered has been used to inform the design and content of the new Syllabus.

A final draft of the Syllabus will be presented to both Agreed Syllabus Committees (ASC’s) and SACRE’s for approval.  If approved it has to be accepted by both Local Authorities to be formally adopted.

If full approval is attained the Syllabus will be launched in late May 2009 for implementation in schools from the Autumn Term 2009.

To support the implementation of the New Syllabus, both the City and County will be offering a full programme of familiarisation and training events, the first of which will be a one-day Conference on Friday, 26th June led by Lat Blaylock and members of the writing team, (Information and booking details attached).
